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[Why the Newton’s Apple Project?]

Issac Newton discovered the Law of Universal Gravitation from a
falling apple. To Newton, that apple was the very start of his
discovery and an unexpected chance for learning and
appreciation,

[The possibility of Children]

There are infinite possibilities in children. But how make their
possibilities realized depends on the environment they are
brought up in. Also children don’t know what kind of possibility
they would show their interest to. That's why we need to drop
the apples for them as much as we can,

[Situations in Japan]

- The relative poverty rates for children in Japan (under the age
17) is about 16.3% which is extremely high among developed
countries.

- 1 out of 6 children is suffering from poverty

- 6th highest poverty rate among OECD member countries
(3%0Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development)

[Chain reactions caused by poverty]

- About 30% of children of the families that was aided with
livelihood assistance tends to be likewise aided even when they
become adults.

- 1 out of 3 fail to afford to let their children proceed to the next
stage of their education because of financial burdens

- The college enrollment rate drops according to how low the
household’s income is. College Enrollment rate for children
from households with low income is as low as 28.2%.

- About 60% of children from single parent families suffer from
poverty.

- Although there are learning support NPO groups in family
residential areas, above 70% of parents are unaware.

[Stop the chain reaction by education]

- Turn the situation around from being “the poor” to being “the
rich” by putting children through adequate education.

- Drop the apple (provide opportunities) so that children can be
willing to learn more voluntarily. It will also cause a “learning
chain reaction’ from their won interest.

- Change the mindset of parents by letting them see their
children with “apples” in their hands.

- There is a necessity to get in contact with underprivileged
families as there are a number of organizations that provide
education at affordable price or even free of charge.

[The Newton’s Apple Project]

It is said that AI will surpass human in 2045 and about 49% of
the jobs will be taken over by them in 20 years and our children
will have to live in a future like that. Because of this, we have to
make our society a place where our next generations are not
influenced or affected by the environment around them so they
can be tough and strong.

And we are here to give them the apple (opportunities) and
provide a place to nurture.

Make parents realize the importance of not just cognitive abilities
but non-cognitive abilities as well and provide ways for such
education.

-Enlightenment by videos

We had PTAs of kindergartens and elementary schools play the
video Tokyo JC produced and showed the infinite possibilities of
children and it is only their parents who can realize their
possibilities.

-Introductions to the regional education organizations

We made and distributed guidebooks which introduce
organizations that are active in the region and made it possible
for children of underprivileged families to take part in by
introducing them such organizations that provide education
support for free or at affordable prices.

-Collaborations with MEXT and Tokyo City

We collaborate with MEXT with helps of MEXT special advisor, a
former JC member))under the backup of Tokyo City. Also we
collaborated with Board of Education in Tokyo and expanded our
project in a larger scale.

-Hero Academy (Education event)

We held and education event called the Hero Academy in
association with MEXT, Tokyo City, Board of Education and
Tokyo JC. There were over 20 booths set up by education
support organizations in the region that let public experience the




happiness in learning by giving free trials. Also it carried the
message that it is important to collaborate with local
organizations to conduct workshops for parents to realize the
importance of non-cognitive abilities.

-Web publicity

We spread information to families by introducing movies showed
during PTA meetings and names of education support
organizations mentioned on our guidebook.

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Children’s brought up and learning abilities are influenced by
family environment and income. Through the children’s family
background, for them not to lose their curiosity, interest and the
willingness to learn, we should make a society where chances
are given equally to all children so that they can take learning
challenges.

In details, we aim for the 2 goals below.

1.To aim for improvements in the overall quality of education by
associating guardians raising children with administrations and
organizations that carry out education activities in the region.

2. Non-cognitive abilities, also known as the foundation of
abilities to live, are formed by “good-quality experiences” during
childhood. We aim to convey this message of the importance of
learning to people raising up their kids, not just families but
people of all kinds in the region.

By showing participants and collaborating organizations that
children can be active without being affected by the environment
they were born and raised up in, we can make a positive change
in their parents. Furthermore, by introducing and providing
places where they can actually practice, we were able to create a
better environment to educate the kids. Also, by introducing
local education support organization that provide free or
affordable support, it motivates people that they can still make it
no matter where they come from.

Invest

It is a clear result that this project is recognized as a future
investment for education because it was conducted together
with officials such as MEXT and Tokyo City. It is also recognized
as a high valued investment for NPO based on the fact that over
40 NPO organizations were involved.

Collaborate

Urged by Tokyo JC, organizations in partnership MEXT, Tokyo
City and over 40 NPO groups work towards the same goal and
were able to make impacts on each other and attempted to
create a society where children won't be influenced by the
environment they were born and raised in.

Connect

It was a huge step up for MEXT, Tokyo City and NPO
organizations involved, who were without flexible thinking and
acted separately and individually to come together and bring the
synergy alive to achieve the goals. Tokyo JC, as an intermediary,
exerted the best effort to bring together 3 organizations with
same goals to work towards solutions and made a great impact.

2.We were not able to verify the effect for underprivileged
children due to restriction on private information. It is
necessary to be able to approach to the underprivileged ones
by further enhancing collaborations with administrations and
carrying out this program in more schools and communities.
