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In Hanamaki City, elementary school students are at risk due to
a lack of sanitary alcohol (hand disinfectant). JCI Hanamaki aims
to control the spread of viral infectious diseases like COVID-19
and the flu.

Students are the future of our city and country, and JCI
Hanamaki wants to help protect these children.
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With the worldwide spread of COVID-19, Hanamaki City
established its COVID-19 Response Headquarters on February
28, 2020. In accordance with Japanese guidelines, the city
closed all of its elementary and junior high schools.

The sudden school closure resulted in an overflow of school
children at after-school children’s facilities, which caused a
shortage in sanitary equipment such as masks and hand
sanitizer. JCI Hanamaki decided to help by distributing an
alcohol solution, which could be used as a hand sanitizer, to 16
children's facilities in Hanamaki City in accordance to the city’s
wishes.

This project was accomplished more than one month before a
state of national emergency was declared in Japan. We received
requests for information from within and outside of Iwate
prefecture, and there were 11 LOM inquiries as well. Our project
became a model for others to utilize

As of April 28, 2020, more than one month since completion of
our project, there are no cases of the COVID-19 virus in
Hanamaki City or Iwate Prefecture.

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The aim of our project was to prevent the spread of the COVID-
19 virus into schools by early distribution of hand sanitizer grade
alcohol.
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Impact

JCI Hanamaki contributed to the prevention of COVID-19 in
Hanamaki City by distributing an alcohol solution for hand
sanitization to 16 children’s facilities (1,150 people) and
Hanamaki City Hall (520 people).

Motivate

By distributing hand sanitizing alcohol, we brought safety and
joy to these children attending these institutions. Furthermore,
thanks to the Hanamaki’s mayor and the support of the city hall,
we are motivated to contribute even more to the community.
