The damage in Kure was

28 people :dead

1748 area :landslide

more than 150,000 people :Water Outage
more than 3000 house :Flooded

Due to the water outage, more than 3,000 homes could not use
house’s water line for about a month. The number of visitors to
major tourist facilities decreased by 80% compared to the
previous year, and that made economy hit seriously.

Because aging city of Kure, it was extremely difficult for elderly
people to maintain life and impossible to take out huge mud
from their house. 35.1 % of 220,000 population is more than 65
years old.

1, RECOVERY (Budget 98,050 USD)

Immediately after the disaster, JCI Kure was involved in setting
up the Kure Disaster Volunteer Center, and the president of
2018 JCI Kure was appointed as the director of the volunteer
center.

On the other hands, JCI Kure members established another five
sub-volunteer centers and led a total of 39,000 volunteers.
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Just only next day after the disaster, JCI Kochi members arrived
Kure with a large amount of drinking water, food, other
supplies, and a mini shovel car loaded on a truck.

Using the JCI Japan network, JCI Kure cooperated with about 35
LOMs to remove mud and garbage, carry water tanks containing
fresh water, serve water to citizens.

While it took 3 hours by car to reach 10 km away due to heavy
traffic congestion, we delivered 108,000 kg water and supplies
and secured a citizen's lifeline.

A large amount of mud that flowed into the house and a large
amount of garbage from the damaged house were quickly
spoiled due to the high temperatures in midsummer, sanitary
environment was terrible situation.

JCI Kure members and 39,000 volunteer members had shovel
and removed mud and garbage.

JCI Kure member’s volunteer activity was continued for 5
months, and finally most of mud and garbage were able to
remove. Finally, we responded to 1,267 volunteer needs.

Finally those volunteer activities from disaster recovery were
evaluated from City then received a certificate of appreciation
from the mayor.

JCI Kure participated in 2019 Kure Summer Festival in
commemoration of the 130th anniversary of the Japanese
heritage "Coastal City of Kure" in cooperation with the Japan
Maritime Self-Defense Force (JMSDF). Among them, we planned
an event that encouraged the town with Vitality Dance.

The Vitality Dance was arranged by a famous Japanese dance
choreographer, and many Kure youths practiced for four
months.

The summer festival attracted 500 people from 13 schools in the
city, and dancers performed vitality dance.

It not only cheered up the 500 youth, but had enough impact to
cheer up the youth around them.
